That this House welcomes the launch of the Campaigning Alliance for Lifelong
Learning (CALL) in September 2008; shares its concern that over 1.4 million
places have been lost in the last two years in English adult education due to cuts
and fee rises; notes that over 150 organisations are CALL supporters; believes
that particularly at this time of recession, affordable access to the life-changing
opportunities provided by education is the hallmark of a civilised society;
considers that adult learning needs to be simultaneously expanded, resourced
and promoted alongside work-based skills training in the Children, Skills and
Learning Bill; and calls for immediate action to ensure a full range of learning
opportunities for adults to adjust the Personal and Community Development
Learning budget to increase with inflation, and redirect any underspend on the
Train to Gain programme to meet individual learner demand.
