· Form a local CALL campaign group

· Organise a local protest or stunt, e.g. open air adult learning class

· Start a local CALL petition – either general or specific (e.g. on ESOL)

· Lobby your local M.P. at their surgery

· Gather evidence for case studies

· Hold a seminar about the importance of adult education locally 

· Send letters to your local paper, write a press release about CALL, report events to local radio 

· Link up with your local trades union council, community groups, WI branch
